In 1999 he returned to his academic home discipline of Computer Science at Loughborough
as Lecturer becoming a Senior Lecturer in 2006 and appointed Head of Department in 2008.

His
current research interests include: algorithm performance at large scales in Wireless Sensor
Networks; any aspects of Internet Engineering including Performance Measurement; Hard
